ABOUT MRSA
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MRSA (Methicillin Resistant Staphylococcus aureus) also 
referred to as superbug is the most common cause of MDRO 
(Multi Drug Resistant Organism) infections in hospitals and 
nursing homes. In Europe the population-weighted mean 
percentage of MRSA in 2013 was 18 %1.
